* Continuing to recruit more police officers and staff, and sustain PCSO numbers by re-building more
diverse frontline and neighbourhood policing resilience to protect our communities.

* Commissioning and improving services for victims and witnesses, including working with partners to
create the new purpose built Sexual Assault Referral Centre (SARC) facility which opened in 2020.

* Awarding £3.4m of recovered Proceeds of Crime monies to community groups and organisations
working to keep communities safe through my Safer Communities Fund (SCF) included a specific
grant round to support communities during the pandemic.

* Establishing and continuing to support the Violence Reduction Unit (VRU) which is now into its
second year. Its unique public health led approach has begun to help turn the tide on violent crime
and its underlying causes.

* Working with key partners to co-ordinate resources to tackle the priorities in the West Yorkshire
Police and Crime Plan such as road safety, digital forensics investigations, cyber-crime, child
sex/criminal exploitation and domestic abuse, amongst others.
