This will pay for the recruitment of 126 police officers and 70 essential police staff roles, although

government cuts will mean a reduction overall in police numbers.

Proposing an increase was a decision | took after consulting with individuals and organisations across
West Yorkshire. As part of my Listening to You First survey 65% of respondents said they would be

prepared to pay an increase of 2% or more to pay for policing.
